Example Form - Application to transfer an interment right  

Note for Operators (remove before using this form): 
This application form provides an example for transfers from a living interment right holder to another person under Section 58 of the Act. For a requested transfer to the cemetery operator, you may enter into arrangements with the interment right holder to do this, but the use of a form is not required.
This document has been prepared as a template for information purposes. Use of this form is not mandatory, and operators are encouraged to make changes as necessary to suit their operations. In particular, the yellow highlights throughout the document show those areas that may require customisation and should be updated and/or deleted in finalising this form.
As a person who is receiving an interment right via a transfer will take on all associated rights and responsibilities with that interment right, including those included in the consumer contract where a contract is in place, you should ensure that the new interment right holder is aware of any relevant terms and conditions relating to the interment right/interment site prior to finalising the transfer. These can be included in the transfer form for clarity (for example as an appendix), verbally explained to the person, or shown in another document for example the Interment Right Certificate which they will receive post-transfer.

	This form is an application to transfer an interment right. You should complete this form to transfer an interment right to another person/persons, or to add an additional holder. To do so, you must be the interment right holder and must complete and sign the form with any joint interment right holders. 
That person/persons will not become the holder of the interment right until the cemetery operator’s register is amended. 
Once transferred, an interment right gives the exclusive right to a specific burial place or place for ashes, permanently (perpetual) or for a defined period (renewable).
An interment right can include a specified number of burials and/or ash interments – you should make sure you understand the capacity of this interment right, including who if anyone is currently interred and what the remaining site capacity is, and that the incoming interment right holder is aware of these details.
There may be specific rights and responsibilities associated with holding this interment right, and the incoming interment right holder should discuss this with the cemetery operator prior to applying for this transfer. 
Any such terms and conditions will be outlined on the Interment Right Certificate which will be issued to the new holder if this transfer application is approved. 
Your interment right is a valuable part of your estate. If you become the interment right holder, you should keep your contact details up to date with the operator, as they may need to contact you in relation to the right. You should also talk to your loved ones and explain your wishes for how the right is used. Consider specifically mentioning the interment right in your will and explain to your intended beneficiary that they will need to contact the cemetery operator upon your death to have the register updated.
